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Treemation is a growing trend during which your loved one’s 
cremated remains are placed in a biodegradable burial urn and 
interred in the ground. A tree is then planted over the remains. 
Overtime, the urn breaks down and gives nutrients to the tree.

This choice is ideal for those with loved 
ones who may be waiting to be interred, and maybe being kept on 
a mantel or in storage.
